The final product (FV) reads so much better than the original - as can be seen from the amount of corrections that have been made. I - that it now has a much greater chance of being accepted by a journal. Not only is the text corrected, but many of the formatting problems of the author canhave also  been corrected during the process by the experienced BioMedES personnel. 

For those who have not previously used our service, the procedure is as follows:
that theThe original MS is sent to BioMedES as an email attachment, preferably as a Word document (either in Microsoft Office, Word 2003 or 2007.doc or .docx). 
IIt is then allocated to one of the staff qualified and knowledgeable in the subject area to do the corrections. This process usually takes about 2 to 5 days.

The manuscript is opened from word using the “Review” tab on the home page of Word. From the submenu, “Track Changes” is selected. This records every single change that is made to the article. By clicking on to “final”, “final with markupBy clicking on “final””, “original” or “original with markup”, you can follow in thecan see the finished paper that is returned articlto the authore what has been done to it. The original will show you what the submitted manuscript was like. In tThee given example given is one in which very substantial, the changes were necessary (see “final with markup”)show a rather extreme case, and most, many articles being are considerably betternot as complex or difficult as than this onebefore correction, but it does show a very wide range of the type of corrections we make to an article. For ease of reading, the people doing the correcting prefer to work at a line spacing of 1.5.
